-- SBIR Proposal Writing Tip: SBIR Topic Search Engines

The following proposal writing tip was provided by Gail & Jim Greenwood. Past SBIR proposal writing
articles written by the Greenwoods are available on the Greenwood Consulting Group, Inc. (GCGI) web
site at www.g-jgreenwood.com.

SBIR Proposal Writing Basics: New Option for Finding a Perfect Phase 1 SBIR/STTR Topic

In the “good ol days,” SBIR/STTR proposers would print out an agency’s new solicitation, and thumb page
after page looking for a topic of interest. It was a laborious process that might or might not lead to a topic
that is ideal for you. Fortunately, now we can use search engines to sift through the solicitations, which is
much quicker. A number of agencies have search engines that only work with their own topics and
solicitations; while that is okay, it is inferior to using a search engine that can search across all agencies.
Why? Because you would be surprised what agency might have your perfect topic. A good example are life
science companies that naively think that only NIH has topics for them, when in reality almost all 11 SBIR
and five STTR agencies have life science topics.

Years ago, SBIRWorld.com had a cross-agency search engine that was very good. Unfortunately,
SBIRWorld.com went the way of the dinosaur. So the SBIR/STTR community has relied on
www.zyn.com/sbir for a search engine that would look at topics across all the agencies. Rick Shindell, who
is “Mr. zyn.com,” deserves a boat load of credit for providing his search service, which he has provided at
no cost.
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Fast forward to September 2011, and we find that we now have a search engine on the www.sbir.gov
website. This is a recent initiative of the U.S. Small Business Administration (SBA). Since it is new, we
want to share with you a few tips and comments on this search engine.

To start, you have to find the search engine on the www.sbir.gov website. You need to click on the
“Solicitations” button, and select either “open/future solicitations” or the “closed solicitations.” Let’s start
with the “open/future solicitations.” You will see buttons across the middle of the page, and a listing below
of solicitations that are currently open and accepting proposals (and some that will be doing so in the not-
too-distant future). Look carefully between the buttons and the listing. You will see “Agency:” with a pull
down menu next to it, and “All” displayed as the default. To the right of this menu, you will see “Enter
Search Term:” and a fill in blank. Congratulations, you found the entry point to the www.shir.gov topic
search engine.

So type in your key word(s), leave the pull down menu at its default of “All,” and hit the “search” button to
the far right side of the screen. In response, you will get an abbreviated listing of the topics, containing your
key words, which this search engine finds among the currently open solicitations (and those for which
topics have been released). If any of those brief listings looks interesting, you can click on them to see the
full topic descriptions that appear in the solicitation.

So that part of the www.shir.gov topic search engine works pretty well, but now let’s talk about searching
on closed solicitations. A closed solicitation is one whose deadline has passed, and therefore no proposals
are being accepted.

An obvious question is, “why would | want to search for topics in closed solicitations?” There are several
really important reasons why.

First, closed solicitations may give you some insights into the topics that will appear next time that
agencies issue new solicitations. For example, if you do an open topic search today, you will see no topics
for EPA because their most recent solicitation closed in May. But if we do a closed solicitation search, we
should be able to see what EPA had for topics last time, which would be an indicator of what topics they
will have next time.

Second, closed solicitations give us insights into agencies’ interests over time. Those of you who’ve been
in our Phase 1 proposal prep workshop know that we show a closed topic search on “aquaculture,” which
shows us that NOAA and USDA have ongoing interests in this topic--that is helpful for us to know and
factor into our proposal submission strategy.

Third, if you find an old topic that is right up your alley, we recommend contacting the agency/topic author
and striking up a dialog about their interest/needs and your capabilities and innovative ideas. Who knows
what that might lead to--new opportunities, introductions to other topic authors,...

So let’s do a closed topic search on the www.shir.gov website. As before, you click on the “Solicitations”
button, but this time select the “closed solicitations” option. It will show you the dates of some old, closed
solicitations at the bottom of the page, with the search information sandwiched between them and the
buttons. Once again, we see the word “Agency:” followed by a pull down menu with “All” being the
default--leave it at the default, at least initially. Then type in your key word at the “Enter Search Term”
box, and hit the “search” button at the far right side of the screen.

What appears? (drum roll) Well, if you did the key word search for “aquaculture” as we did a couple of
weeks ago, we saw only two closed topics, and both were from mid-2011. We might conclude that
aquaculture is something of only recent interest to the SBIR/STTR agencies, and the only agencies
interested in this topic are NOAA and NIH. But that would be the wrong conclusion. What you are seeing
is a serious limitation of the www.sbir.gov search engine, which is a historical or closed topic database that
was only started in mid-2011--in other words, you cannot do a closed topic search on this website and see
any topics older than mid-2011. Our communication with SBA indicates there is no intent to build up the



closed topic database, but rather they will let it expand over time as deadlines for “open/future solicitation”
topics pass and they become closed topics.

So, if you are going to do key word searches on closed topics, and there are good reasons to do so, then you
will need to continue to rely on www.zyn.com/sbir for the next several years until the www.shir.gov closed
topic database grows to the point of being useful. We can only hope that Rick Shindell will continue to
maintain the zyn.com database in the meantime.
