The National Science Foundation (NSF) will begin accepting proposals in response to Release 2 of their FY-
2013 STTR solicitation on January 8, 2013, however, a letter of intent (LOI) must be submitted on or before this 
date in order to submit a full proposal.

Commercialization Reports must be prepared and submitted electronically through the DoD SBIR/STTR
