--  DOT and DHS DNDO Solicitation Deadline Reminders
Proposals in response to the Department of Transportation (DOT) 2009 SBIR Phase I solicitation must be received no later than 5:00 p.m. EST on April 15, 2009.  Proposals must be a PDF file and submitted online via the SBIR Proposal Submit form at http://www.volpe.dot.gov/sbir/current.html. 
Proposals in response to the Department of Homeland Security (DHS) Domestic Nuclear Detection Office (DNDO) FY09.1 SBIR Solicitation are due 2:00pm Eastern on April 20, 2009.  Note that this receipt date was changed from April 6, 2009 in an amendment announcement that appeared in the on the Federal Business Opportunities (http://www.fedbizopps.gov) website on March 28th (see https://www.fbo.gov/index?s=opportunity&mode=form&id=118ce30bdaee2da9e8163cf3bcf7fee2&tab=core&_cview=1).
--  EPA SBIR Factsheet and Solicitation Topic Areas
After the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) opened their SBIR Phase 1 Solicitation on March 19th, they posted the following notice on their website:

‘EPA has revised its SBIR Factsheet (PDF) to more clearly convey the EPA and NSF SBIR Opportunities that are currently available. Both agencies have SBIR Phase 1 opportunities currently available through open RFAs. NSF opportunities have been enhanced with "stimulus funding".

The information originally provided in this special announcement said:

"Stimulus (PDF) opportunity for support of Environmental Technologies through NSF."

This may have lead our web site users to believe that EPA was offering SBIR opportunities funded by the stimulus package. EPA's SBIR Phase 1 RFA is now open, and we anticipate issuing a total of $1.8 M in awards, however those awards will be funded by our standard SBIR funds. The increased environmental technology funding opportunities using stimulus funds are only available through NSF.

The previous "Stimulus (PDF)" link on our SBIR page originally linked to a factsheet that referenced “stimulus package”, i.e., American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 funds that are available to small businesses. That original factsheet may not have clearly conveyed that these funds are available through the NSF SBIR program, not the EPA SBIR Program.’
A portion of the SBIR factsheet (http://es.epa.gov/ncer/sbir/2009factsheet.pdf) appears below:

‘The EPA SBIR Program supports small businesses in developing new environmental technologies. EPA anticipates the total funding that will be available for Phase I projects issued under this RFA will be $1.8M. EPA anticipates tight competition for these limited funds. A total of $70,000 is available in funding for each EPA Phase I award. 

EPA’s current SBIR solicitation includes topics in two areas, GREEN BUILDINGS and EPA TECHNOLOGY NEEDS. There are 10 subtopics in these areas: Green Building Materials and Systems, Innovation in Manufacturing, Nanotechnology, Greenhouse Gases, Drinking Water and Water Monitoring, Water Infrastructure, Air Pollution, Biofuels and Vehicle Emissions Reduction, Waste Management and Monitoring, and Homeland Security.'
