--  NASA 2006 SBIR/STTR Phase 1 Solicitations Now Open

The National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA) 2006 SBIR and STTR phase 1 program solicitations opened on July 7, 2006.  The solicitation documents are combined, however, the review, selection and award processes will be conducted separately for each program. The solicitation package is available in HTML, WORD (doc and rtf), PDF, and TXT file formats at http://sbir.nasa.gov/SBIR/sbirsttr2006/solicitation/index.html. The deadline for submitting proposals is September 7, 2006.  
It is expected that NASA will select approximately 250 SBIR proposals and approximately 30 STTR proposals for negotiation of Phase 1 contracts of up to $100,000. Following contract negotiations and awards, Phase 1 contractors will have up to 12 months to carry out their programs, prepare their final reports, and submit Phase 2 proposals. NASA anticipates that approximately 40 percent of the successfully completed Phase 1 projects will be selected for Phase 2 fixed-price contracts up to $600,000.

The SBIR Program Solicitation topics and subtopics are developed by the NASA Mission Directorates and Centers in coordination with the NASA SBIR/STTR programs. The four NASA Mission Directorates (MDs) and the number of research topics available for each are listed below: 

Aeronautics Research (4 topics and 21 total subtopics)

Exploration Systems (14 topics and 33 total subtopics)

Science (8 topics and 32 total subtopics)
Space Operations (2 topics and 14 total subtopics)
For the STTR solicitation, each topic corresponds to nine specific NASA Centers. Two subtopics per topic reflect the current highest priority technology thrusts of that Center.

The deadline for submitting a proposal in response to the Department of Defense (DoD) 2006.2 SBIR solicitation is July 14, 2006.  Section 6.2 of the solicitation indicates that the “deadline for electronic receipt of proposals is 6:00 AM EST.  Complete proposals must be completely submitted to the DoD Submission website (http://www.dodsbir.net/submission/) by the specified closing time.  Complete submission means that the entire proposal (including the following four (4) parts: coversheets, technical proposal, cost proposal, and Company Commercialization Report) has been properly completed and fully transmitted to the DoD Submission website. The solicitation deadline is firm. As the close date draws near, heavy traffic on the web server may cause delays. Plan ahead and leave ample time to prepare and submit your proposal. Offerors bear the risk of website inaccessibility due to heavy usage in the final hours before the solicitation closing time.”

--  USDA Final 2007 SBIR Solicitation Released
The following announcement was released by the Department of Agriculture (USDA) on June 20, 2006:
“The final, complete version of the USDA SBIR FY2007 RFA has been released. It contains key application information absent from the June 6, 2006 abbreviated version. Of particular importance, subsections 3.2, 3.3, 6.1 and 6.2 have been updated to instruct applicants regarding the required electronic submission of proposals through Grants.gov.”

The solicitation is available in PDF file format at http://www.csrees.usda.gov/funding/sbir/sbir_delay.html.  The Phase I closing date is September 1, 2006. Among the changes in this year’s solicitation are:
Revised Topic Areas – Revisions have been made to the following topic areas: 8.2 Plant Production and Protection – Biology; 8.3 Animal Production and Protection; 8.4 Soil and Water Resources; 8.5 Food Science and Nutrition; 8.6 Rural and Community Development, 8.8 Industrial Applications; and 8.11 Animal Manure Management

Discontinued Topic Area – Topic area 8.10 Wildlife has been discontinued and will no longer be offered as a part of the USDA SBIR program. Applicants with proposals relevant to this topic area may be able to submit these proposals to another topic area. Prior to submitting the proposal to one of these topic areas, please contact one of the National Program Leaders (see section 1.5).

New Topic Area – Topic area 8.13 Plant Production and Protection - Engineering was formerly listed as a suggested subtopic under section 8.2 Plant Production and Protection. Proposals that deal with engineering approaches to Plant Production should be now submitted to 8.13.

Increased Grant Ceiling – The maximum allowable award for phase II grants has been raised to $350,000 (see subsection 1.2)

Proposals are encouraged that focus on the following issues: Agriculturally-related Manufacturing Technology; Bioterrorism; and Alternative and Renewable Energy.
