SBIR Proposal Writing Basics:  Looking for Luck

Luck can play a very important role in your success (or lack thereof) in the SBIR and STTR programs.  There are several reasons for this.

First, you may be “lucky” in that you address a problem that suddenly takes on very high priority at the time your proposal is being reviewed by the agency.  For example, we know of a proposal that addressed a particular health issue that was submitted just before there was a very visible health scare related to that health issue.

Second, you may be “lucky” in that you say something in your proposal that really resonates with the reviewer.  It might be your particular approach, your emphasis on a certain point, or your background.  

Third, you may be “lucky” in that the agency to which you submit your proposal gets a large budget increase, or gets a lot less proposals than they usually do—in either case, you have a greater chance of getting your proposal funded than you expected.

“So,” you say, “if getting an SBIR/STTR award is all about luck, why should I bother to work hard on preparing a great proposal?”  There are at least four reasons why you should write the best darn SBIR/STTR proposal even when Lady Luck is smiling down on you.  

First reason:  because no one every won an SBIR/STTR because they sat in front of their TV drinking a soda rather than making the effort to prepare and submit a proposal.  You won’t have any luck winning an SBIR/STTR award if you don’t submit something to the agency.

Second reason:  You’ve got to follow the basic requirements for a legitimate proposal and make the proposal clear and compelling, or all the luck in the world isn’t going to help:  proposals not meeting basic requirements will be tossed out without a review of their technical merits, and confusing or contorted proposals also will likely end up in the circular file.

Third reason:  You can increase your chance of being “lucky” by knowing as much as possible about the agency, the problem, the application, competing solutions, and other relevant factors.  If you know the agency needs a solution that costs $1000 or less, then you’ve increased your “luck” by knowing it and submitting a solution that does not exceed this cost limit.

Fourth reason:  Luck favors those who are persistent.  With odds of success of a Phase I proposal being about 1 in 6, you are indeed very lucky if you submit only one proposal and win an award.  You have a better shot at being lucky if you submit multiple high quality proposals, resubmit rejected proposals if the agency allows it (and if the rejection debriefing still indicates a chance of getting it funded), and continually improve your proposal style and strategy.

One final comment about luck and SBIR/STTR:  if someone tells you that they have the secret to winning SBIR/STTR awards, or can guarantee you success if you use their proposal methodology, don’t believe them.  SBIR/STTR are programs in which winners and losers are selected by fellow humanoids who do administrative screenings, technical reviews and funding decisions.  And since every human is unique and has his or her own preferences, perspectives, knowledge, experience and biases, there is no way to follow some system or method and always appeal to every reviewer and decision maker.  Just focus on preparing a high quality proposal, and let luck play its important role in the review and selection process.
