Exhibit: Temporary Protective Grounding

View Associated HDI Procedures
The need for use of temporary protective grounding must be determined by the controlling organization.

If temporary protective grounding is required, it must be used with written instructions, see the Perform Authorized Worker Lockout-Tagout with Written Instructions or Perform Controlling Organization Lockout-Tagout workflows.

Ground phase conductors or circuit parts before touching them where the possibility of either of the following exists:

· Induced voltages or stored electrical energy

· The conductors or circuit parts being deenergized could contact other exposed energized conductors or circuit parts.

Temporary protective grounds must be installed and arranged in such a manner as to prevent any employee from being exposed to hazardous differences in electrical potential.

Remove all grounding equipment/conductor/devices prior to restoring electrical energy to the system or component. This must be verified by the person-in-charge of the work.

Equipment

· Temporary protective grounds must be capable of conducting the maximum fault current that could flow at the point of grounding for the time necessary to clear the fault.

· Temporary protective grounding equipment must be procured and approved by the electrical safety subject matter expert.

· Temporary protective grounds must have an impedance low enough to cause immediate operation of protective devices in case of accidental energizing of the electric conductors or circuit parts.

Inspection and Care

· Personal protective ground cable sets must be inspected for cuts in the protective sheath and damage to the conductors. Clamps and connector strain relief devices must be checked for tightness. These inspections must be completed prior to each use.

· Prior to being returned to service, safety grounds that have been repaired or modified must be tested.

· Grounding and testing devices must be stored in a clean and dry area. Grounding and testing devices must be properly inspected and tested before each use.
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
