Exhibit: Using an Authorized Worker Representative to Perform the Lock and Tag Safe-to-Work Check

When work is performed inside a radiation area, confined space, flash protection boundary, or similar hazardous environment, an authorized worker representative may be designated to perform the safe-to-work check (witnessed or not) on behalf of others with their consent. 

Consent must be documented on the Lockout and Tagout Written Instructions Form (PDF).

The authorized worker representative performs or witnesses a safe-to-work check. Refer to the Authorized Worker Requirements (Word) exhibit.

The authorized worker representative communicates to the work crew that the safe-to-work check is complete.
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
