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What is an EB-5 Visa?

Create a New Commercial Enterprise

e Minimum investment : USS1,000,000 or US$500,000 in targeted employment areas
e Minimum job creation: 10 direct jobs
e Minimum participation: Active participation

Invest in a Troubled Business

e Minimum investment : USS1,000,000 or US$500,000 in targeted employment areas

* Minimum job creation: Maintain the number of jobs at no less than the pre-investment level
for a period of at least two years.

e Minimum participation: Active participation

Invest in a Designated Regional Center

¢ Minimum investment : US$500,000

e Minimum job creation: 10 jobs, direct or indirect
* Minimum participation: Investment only
